In accepting the place offered in St Malachy’s College in Year 13 or Year 14, each student will recognise that they must expressly undertake to observe all the College rules for the entire period of Post 16 study.

Students accepting a place are aware that their academic performance will be reviewed at set intervals throughout the academic year and after receipt of AS results.  If sufficient progress is not made, then they may be asked to withdraw from the College.

Students wishing to return to return to Year 14 study must meet the ‘Admission Criteria for Year 14’

In keeping with the ethos of Sixth Form, students agree to:

1. Abide by all College rules including during study periods, break and lunchtime.

2. Abide by the College Uniform Regulations, particularly those pertaining to hair and shaving.

3. Attend fully and promptly all timetabled classes, study periods, Enrichment classes/events, Careers classes and assemblies.

4. Maintain a daily attendance rate of at least 95% - falling below this level will initiate intervention procedures and failure to return to target will result in forfeit their place in the College. Parents should provide a written explanation for any absence.

5. Be on time for school every day. If a student is late, they will sign in at Student Reception.

6. For any medical / dental absences – appointment cards/official letter on headed paper will be provided and/or a parental letter/email.
7. Sign out at Student Reception if students have to leave early. 
a) Under no circumstances should a student leave the College premises during school hours – this includes break and lunchtime.
b) There are serious sanctions if a student leaves the College without written permission to do so. 

8. Students are not permitted to park cars in any area of the College premises.
9. Undertake conscientiously, thoroughly and on time all preparations for classwork, complete all written assignments on time and undertake independent study/research – thereby complying with all departmental homework and assignment policies.

10. Attend all R.E. classes/religious services, retreats held in/out of College.

11. Accept a shared responsibility for giving leadership and good example to younger pupils both inside and outside of the College.
12. Uphold the highest standards of behaviour in the College, and in journeying to and from the College. This includes refraining from the use of electronic cigarettes. 
13. Accept a shared responsibility with others in the Sixth Form Centre and Study areas.
14. Treat the College Environment with respect and adhere to rules regarding appropriate use of Sixth Form areas.
15. Commit to attending the Crolly Study for a period of 4 weeks, twice a week when instructed to do so by the Head of Year/Head of School.
Students understand and accept that failure to comply with these academic and other criteria will result in forfeit of the place offered in Sixth Form.
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
